6 years old

Shortly after Hayden’s fifth
birthday, doctors discov-
ered a type of brain tumor
called medulloblastoma.
Hayden’s parents had
heard about St. Jude

Children’s Research Hospital and immediately asked
their doctor for a referral. Hayden underwent 31
rounds of radiation treatment, followed by four
rounds of  chemotherapy to help shrink the tumor.
Physical therapy and speech therapy were also a part
of his ongoing treatment.

Hayden’s parents found comfort at St. Jude.
“Everything here is positive. You feel like everything
is going to be fine,” said Hayden’s mom. “The hospital
is really geared towards children.”

Hayden is a happy child who loves to go fishing
at the lake, watch Scooby Doo, and play the Wii®.
He recently finished his treatment and returns to St.
Jude regularly for checkups. To his family’s delight,
Hayden’s most recent sets of  scans were stable.
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Hank Forys was born on December 17, 1954 in Highland Park, Michigan, but grew
up in Warren. His mother, Ann [who is now 92], was a widow with two children when
she married  Henry J. Forys in 1951. Hank’s dad’s birthday was on the feast of  St.
Anthony of Padua (June 13) and he died on the feast of St. Francis (October 4, 1993).
Hank’s grandmother was a member of  the Third Order of  St. Francis, and his grandfather
and uncle were both named Francis. Hank has one brother, Andrew Siedzik, and one
sister, Alice Greene.

Hank attended St. Anne Grade School in Warren and graduated from Warren High
School in 1973. He earned a Bachelor’s Degree in Religious Education from St. Mary’s
College, Orchard Lake, in 1980. He returned to Orchard Lake this year to begin work
on a Master’s Degree in Liturgical Theology from SS. Cyril and Methodius Seminary.

From 1980-1984, Hank taught at St. Anne High School in Warren, and has been teaching at Regina High School
since 1984. Hank is the head of  the Religious Studies Department and moderator of  the Freshman Class.

Hank and Karen were married at St. Anne Church in 1981 and will celebrate their 30th wedding anniversary on
November 6. Karen is an Assistant Principal at Regina, and their daughter, Corinne, (who is an alumna of Regina
and married to Brian Robert) recently became a guidance counselor at Regina. Regina has become “their family
business!”

Hank and Karen are members of  St. Peter’s Parish in Mt. Clemens, but since they love to travel, they have
attended Mass in many of  the churches and great cathedrals of  North America and Europe, including St. Peter’s
Basilica, the Basilica of  St. Francis, and the Porziuncola. Since Hank is a big hockey fan, many of  their trips have
been to attend on the road games of  the Red Wings. In 2009, the Sisters of  St. Joseph, Third Order of  St. Francis
(who sponsor Regina HS) sent Karen and Hank on a leadership pilgrimage to Assisi and Rome. This was the beginning
of  Hank’s calling to the SFO. Hank wanted to begin a Franciscan youth group at Regina, and by searching the
internet, found the St. Bonaventure Secular Franciscan Fraternity. Hank then called and spoke with Maryann Kummer,
who invited him to inquire about becoming a Secular Franciscan. Hank has been a candidate for a year, and is
looking forward to being professed in November of 2012. Hank is a member of our fraternity Dream 2 Committee
and served as a reader at our recent Transitus service.

Hank began the St. Clare Franciscan Society at Regina this year. So far, 28 students have joined the group. The
first members were welcomed by Fr. Alex Kratz, OFM, at the opening school liturgy in August. Partially because of
the new Franciscan youth group, the school theme this year is from St. Francis, “Preach the Gospel at all times and
when necessary use words.” The St. Clare Society has already sponsored many events at Regina, including liturgies,
prayer services, Franciscan saints’ days, the blessing of  animals, and the Franciscan Crown rosary. A few members
helped out at our St. Bonaventure Transitus ceremony. In addition, Hank hopes to educate the members about St.
Francis, St. Clare, Franciscanism, and to have a Franciscan retreat at the Solanus Casey Center. Members will also be
able to accumulate required Christian Community Service hours through volunteering.

Becoming a candidate of the SFO and starting the St. Clare Franciscan Society at Regina has re-energized
Hank’s vocation and ministry as a Catholic educator. He is very grateful to all the members of  the St. Bonaventure

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Reflections on the Feast of St. Francis

There’s an interesting dynamic that took place after Francis’ death. He died in 1226 and two years later he was
declared a saint. Almost immediately, with memories of  him still fresh in their minds, his early companions composed
prayers for the Liturgy of  the Hours in honor of  St. Francis. As if  bragging, it included antiphons about his wayward
youth, his misguided dreams, his wandering almost aimlessly through a good portion of his life. It was almost as if
the Francis they knew best was the one about whom St. Paul wrote: “when I am weak, then God is strong” (2
Corinthians 12:7-10).

St. Dominic, who was a friend of  St. Francis, died five years before Francis. But the Dominican Office in honor
of  St. Dominic wasn’t composed until after the Franciscans had written the Office in honor of  St. Francis. There
was a striking difference between the two. Where the Franciscan Office used Francis’ real life experience of  weakness
and failure to exalt God’s greatness, the Dominicans accented Dominic’s real life experience of  strength and success,
especially in terms of  purity. And as a result, the Franciscans were embarrassed. What did they do? The first Office
was shelved and a new Office was written in which they praised Francis’ success in being humble, simple and poor,
accenting his being an image of Christ, especially because he bore the stigmata.

The charism that St. Dominic left his followers involved seeking lofty things like Truth, Beauty and Goodness.
The charism that St. Francis left us was more down-to-earth. Just live the Gospel. That’s all. No special education or
training needed. No need for a library, or lots of  stuff, or lots of  words. Just live the Gospel. Something everyone
could do.

Whether we’re religious or seculars, when we live the Gospel, we’re not shouting: “Look at me, how great I am!”
We’re whispering, “I was lost and now I’m found.”

When we live the Gospel, it’s not with pride in our personal accomplishments. We’re confessing that we stumble
and need help.

When we live the Gospel, it’s not because we’re strong. We’re professing that we’re weak and need a Higher
Power to carry on.

When we live the Gospel, we’re not bragging about our successes. We’re admitting that we fail — sometimes
miserably, but that God’s grace can make even our failures work for our good.

When we live the Gospel, we’re not claiming to be perfect. Our faults are far too obvious to anyone who knows
us! We’re claiming that God believes we’re worth it.

When we live the Gospel, we still feel anger and pain, disillusionment and heartbreak. We face challenges – at
every stage of our lives – challenges that invite us to change ourselves – to take new risks, to be converted over and
over, and over and over again – and so we call upon God’s name.

When we live the Gospel, it’s not because we think we’re “holier than thou”. We’re just simple sinners who
received and continue to rely on God’s good grace.

That’s the Good News we bring to others. That’s OUR gift to the church and to the world.
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New SFO Saint
Born in 1842 at Campodolcino in northern Italy, Luigi Guanella was the ninth of  the 13 children of
Lorenzo and Maria Guanella. The family was poor but respected. He entered the seminary when he
was 12 years old, and joined the Secular Franciscan Order as a seminarian. He was ordained in 1866.
After joining the Salesians, from 1875 until 1878 he assisted St. John Bosco, famous for his care of
homeless children. Guanella continued his works of ministering to the homeless, poor, orphans and
handicapped. He was a friend and a contemporary of  Pope Pius X often appealing to him for help. To
continue his works he founded two religious congregations, the Servants of  Charity and the Daughters

of  St. Mary of  Providence. Both groups are still at work in Italy, the United States and other countries. Fr. Guanella
came to Chicago in 1912 to investigate the plight of  the Italian immigrants. Fr. Guanella died in 1915. His lifelong
devotion to charity and good works were recognized by the church and he was beatified in 1964. On October 23,
2011, in Rome, Pope Benedict XVI canonized St. Luigi Guanella, who shares a feastday with another Secular
Franciscan, St. Anthony Mary Claret, missionary bishop and founder of  the Missionary Sons of  the Immaculate
Heart of  Mary..
